Whole Body CT in Trauma

Adult blunt trauma with potential high energy transfer. (Examples Listed)

Road Traffic Accidents

- Vehicle rollover

- Ejection from the vehicle

- Fatality in same vehicle

- Deceleration >30mph

- Entrapment or prolonged extrication

- Pedestrian/cyclist/motorcyclist vs vehicle

Falls from > 3m/ Flight of stairs

Clinical Concerns - Is Any 1 Present?

A selective imaging strategy (XR/CT) using
relevant guidelines may be more suitable.

The TTL can still consider WBCT.

Obesity, Pregnancy, Frailty & Coagulopathy
should be considered in decision making.

-RR>30
-BE<-6
- Lactate > 4
